Be aware of the following 2 officer safety issues that are coming up


1)  there have been a few incidents where people displaying “DC State Lodge FOP”  license plates have been involved in criminal activity.  Information has been obtained that the DC State Lodge has not been as diligent in keeping these tags for law enforcement personnel only.  There have been several arrest in PG county and in Baltimore county.   The Maryland FOP is much more diligent about making sure that FOP tags are displayed on active and retired Police Personell only or their families.  Be Careful especially if you encounter a vehicle with DC State Lodge FOP tags.  They may or may not be Police.










2)  There recently was a party at an FOP lodge for members and there guests only.  Apparently, one of the guest was there for the purpose of setting up some police.  The guest was confronted when it was learned that he had some video recording devices on his person.    The guest quickly left the party.     Be aware that there are companies out there that try to get information and video on police behaving poorly in their personal lives.  They then give the information to the local TV stations or anyone else who is willing to buy it.  Then, a company can come in a sell the agency a training program or some other solution to whatever problems they may have.    Also, no one needs to have their off-duty activities reported on.   BE CAREFUL
