President’s Report: 

1) On Friday, May 11th  I attended The Fallen Heroes Memorial Ceremony @ HQ.  The  ceremony was presided over by Col Hutchins with Gov O’Malley and Col Fisher also making remarks.  Excellent ceremony and everyone should make an effort to attend next year

2) During the month of May I was made aware that the class that graduated in March of 2004 had not yet been promoted and had not yet received their pay increases.  Additionally, there were several troopers from the January 2004 class who had not received their increases/promotions either.  This was brought to the attention of Management and I was advised on May 15th that Col Hutchins had signed off on the promotions and their pay would be retroactive to their eligibility date.  Anyone not receiving their promotion/pay should contact me asap so it can be taken care of.

3) On Tuesday May 22nd I attended the SLEOLA Board Meeting. Issues Discussed:

a. Permission has been granted for Salisbury Barrack to Pilot a modified work schedule.  This includes a combination of 8 and 10 hr days.  The pilot will start June 20th.  After 6 months the schedule and its effects will be analyzed 

b. There is a lot of concern about the upcoming legislative session and the impeding budget issues especially NRP.  Over the last 5 yrs they have only had 17 new hires. They have 44 vacant pins and are extremely concerned that they will be on the chopping block at DNR

c. Working with the Governor’s office to determine negotiations and the process.  It appears that the negotiations will start over the summer and be with Sean Malone and Matt Gallagher.

4) On Thursday May 24th I and other members of the SLEOLA Board met with Sean Malone of the Governor’s office to review the contract and work on an extension of the current contract.  

a. In principle there were not any problems with the extension but we want to have it signed.  From our perspective, the main issue is the no lay-off clause for State Law Enforcement Officers.  With the looming deficit, we don’t want to be put in the middle of  budget issues 

5) On Tuesday May 29, Myself and several other reps were called to the governor’s office the Terrence Sheridan had accepted the position of superintendent of the Maryland State Police  

6) On Thursday, May 31 I attended the Press conference at HQ announcing Col. Terrence B. Sheridan as the new superintendent of the Maryland State Police.  

a. I had the chance to speak with him briefly and Col Sheridan is aware of the agency’s issues of manpower and pay scales. I look forward to working with the Col to make MSP # 1 once again.
